
New additions 

8ft-long orange windsocks visible from the                                           
end of each runway have been added to the                                           
new 10L and 28R runway. This meets the FAA 
airport pilot training requirement for FAR Part 
141.38 schools.  
 

Runway lights are pilot controlled on 128.2 when   
control tower is closed: 3 clicks for low intensity, 
5 for medium, 7 for high. L-100 Hercules (the civilian version of the 

C130) at the  Missionary Flights ramp ready 
to depart with supplies for Haiti residents in 
the aftermath of  their massive earthquake.  
 

The St. Lucie County Board of County Com-
missioners  launched “Hope for Haiti” by 
partnering with Missionary Flights Interna-
tional, a tenant at the St. Lucie County Inter-
national Airport, to provide aid to those suf-
fering from the earthquake.
